STUDENT EMERGENCY PLAN
This plan is to be followed when an instructor is not immediately available

1. STAY CALM.  DO NOT PANIC!!!

2. Do not leave the injured student or instructor.

3. Call for help immediately.  If there is more than one person with you (excluding the injured or sick person) send someone for help from another instructor, nurse or administrator.

4. Do not perform any first aid or touch any bodily fluids unless properly protected and you are trained to do so.

5. In a severe emergency call for an ambulance.  When dialing a school phone for an outside line you must dial 9 first.  The complete phone number is 9-9-1-1.

When reporting any emergency state the following.

1. Location of the accident or emergency

2. Brief description of the emergency

3. Condition of the ill or injured person

6. During any emergency when evacuating the building is necessary (fire drill, bomb scare, etc….) students must stay as a group with their instructor.  In the event you cannot return to inside the building you should always keep your house keys and/or car keys in your pocket at all times.  You will not be allowed to go to your locker during an evacuation.

KNOW WHERE ALL EMERGENCY EXITS   AND                 FIRE EXTINGUISHERS ARE LOCATED IN ALL AREAS YOU OCCUPY.
