He was born on 11/25/1835 in Scotland.  In 1848 he moved to pennsylvania with and worked in a factory.  The next year he worked as a telegraph messenger then a telegraph operator.  In 1853 he began to work with the Pennsylvania railroad where he learned about business and investments.  By 1875 he revolutionized steel production across Ameri[image: image1.png]P



ca which made him very wealthy.  In 1901 he sold his steel business for 2 million dollars. In his later years he donated money to New York Public Library and established the Carnegie institute of Technology.  He also used his money to create the Carnegie Foundation for Teaching and  Carnegie Endowment for International Peace.  He died 1919 with a 5 million dollar fortune of which he left $350 million dollars to charities and institutions.
