Freshmen Year (1st Year)
COURSE DESCRIPTION: 
Worcester Technical High School and the Painting and Design Program provide students with the training and skills needed for employment in a challenging and rewarding trade in addition to earning a High School diploma. All competencies will follow the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education curriculum frameworks guidelines.

Freshmen are instructed in good work habits and must adhere to proper safety procedures toward themselves, others, surrounding property and equipment used within the trade.  They are trained in the use and principles of basic trade tools.  They learn the composition and fundamental methods on application of materials.

FRAMEWORKS

Using the following frameworks listed below, students will be taught the Painting and Design course using manufacturing manuals, handouts and teacher training on how to:

   2.J         Properly use chemical strippers and low pressure water cleaning.

2.K       Finish and patch drywall.

2.L       Describe and apply stains, clear finishes, and wood finishing .

2.M      Properly apply spray painting.

2.O      Apply the fundamentals of color and design.

2.P       Apply decorative finishes.

2.Q       Evaluate wall coverings and textiles.

2.R       Demonstrate applications of graphics and sign art.

   2.V       Identify various features of exterior design.
   2.Y       Summarize the history of furniture.
   2.Z       Summarize the history of interior design.

Assessment Grade


Students weekly assessment is based on:


50% - Daily classroom participation


20% - Conduct and effort

30% - Testing of students knowledge of instructional material  

Grading Scale / Performance Standard
A         (90-100)
Independent Learner

Did research, designed and planned, applied academic/technical skills, evaluated work and made adjustments, did quality work, needed little help from the teacher, sought and found resources independently, demonstrated knowledge with a grade of 90 or higher, produced a quality work.

B           (80-89)
Semi-Independent Learner

Did research, designed and planned, needed some help from the teacher; did quality work with a few flaws, needed feedback from the teacher to realize work did not meet the standards, redid work to meet standards, demonstrated knowledge with a grade of 80 or higher, produced a better-than-average project.

C          (70-80)
 Semi-Dependent Learner

Needed help to research, design and plan or had to be given a plan, relied a great deal on the teacher, once given plan could carry it out with minimal assistance from teacher, needed help to evaluate a project, final project met minimal standards, demonstrated knowledge with a grade of 70 or higher, final project met minimal standards, produced an average project.

D          (65-69)
Dependent Learner 

Needed help to research, design and plan or had to be given a plan, relied a great deal on the teacher, had to be given procedures for performing tasks, with minimal assistance from teacher, needed help to evaluate a product; demonstrated knowledge with a grade of 65 or higher, final product met minimal standards, produced an average portfolio.

F            (0-64)              Failure 

Did not complete projects, if projects were completed, they were of such low quality that they did not pass, failed to document procedures, did not show criteria or determining quality, scored less than 65 on knowledge tests, produced a poor project or none at all.
