· Exploratory:  Introduction to safety, basic offset press operation thru job shadowing with upper classmates to produce memo pads.

· Freshman:  Individual and group instruction on the principals of offset printing.  Identify and set up the basic units of the offset

                press.  Develop industry acceptable work habits and ethics.

· Sophomore:  Introduction to multi-color reproduction.  Demonstrate ability to produce tight register and fit on a variety of stocks.  Introduction to Thermography.

· Junior:  Demonstrate effective production (Press) practices.  Student will perform independently from “Job Ticket” specifications.  Monitor quality from ink-up to wash-up. Work with under classmates in a Team environment.

· Seniors: Apply and demonstrate the responsible use of technology 

and display an understanding of all aspects of offset printing. Seniors will use acquired skills to produce their senior project in order to complete their competencies.
