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I.  Attendance: 

A. Attendance is taken at the beginning of class based on the seating plan.

B. Attendance is important.  Material (including papers, reports, essays, quizzes, tests, homework and in class assignments) missed due to absence is the responsibility of the student. I will not chase you to make up missed work.

II. Tardiness:
A. Everyone must be in his or her seat when class begins.  The time for the beginning of class is determined by the published schedules, not on whether or not the bell rings.
B.  If you are tardy for any reason, do not disturb the class. Put your pass on my desk and take your seat quietly. As soon as I am able I will speak to you about what the class is doing or to discuss issues relative to your tardiness.
C. Promptness is important.  Material (including papers, essays, reports, quizzes, tests, homework and in class assignments) missed due to tardiness is the responsibility of the student. I will not chase you to make up missed work.

III.   Academic Expectations:

A. Student will maintain a blue book and binder with all work included therein.
B.  Homework may be assigned almost every day and is expected to be completed by the due date.

C.  Homework will go into your binder or in class folder unless I specifically ask for it.

D.  There may be one or more tests or quizzes every week of class. Tests will be announced at least two days ahead of time. Quizzes may or may not be announced ahead of time.
E. Grading Policy:
1. Written assignments will count for 25% of your grade.

2.  Tests and quizzes will count for 25% of your grade.


3. Class participation will count for 25% of your grade.


4. Oral reports will count for 15% of your grade.


5. Homework will count for 10% of your grade.

IV.   Discipline:
A.  Behave as though your grade depends on it.

B.  Rules of conduct to be followed in addition to all other school rules:
1.  Give respect to fellow students, teachers, staff and administration at all times.

2.  Do not talk or interrupt the teacher when he is talking.

3.  Raise your hand if you wish to speak. I will call on you when I determine that it is practical to do so.
4.  No touching anyone or anything that does not belong to you.
5.  No food or drink, other than water, ever.

6.  No sleeping or resting your head on the desks.

7.  Be prepared with your blue book or binder and a sharpened pencil or a pen when class begins.
8.  Show TECH Pride and keep the classroom clean. Pick up any trash near your seat and dispose of it properly, whether it belongs to you or not.

C.  Consequences for failing to follow rules in part B:

1.  Warning to stop inappropriate activity.


2.  Student given a detention.


3.  Student will earn a zero test grade.

4.  Guardians or parents may be called or student may be written up and/or reported to administrative personnel.

V.  Makeup and Extra Help Time:
A.  I am available before and after school for help or make-up work.  Speak to me beforehand to ensure that I do not have a previous commitment.
