CLASSROOM POLICIES

In order to make this a successful, productive year, the following is a list of guidelines and polices which each of you is expected to follow:

· Please be on time for all classes—coming in late disrupts the class and results in your missing information that is important

· For those of you who have a first-period class with me, expect to be given random quizzes at 7:20 a.m.  If you are late, you CANNOT make up the quiz, and you will receive a zero.  THERE ARE NO EXCEPTIONS TO THIS RULE!!  If you are absent, you will be able to make up a quiz that is different from the one your classmates took.  

· Please adhere to the WPS dress code policy—I enforce this with NO exceptions!  Read the policy in your Student Handbook.  

· You must be wearing your ID when you enter my classroom.  All IDs MUST be visible and worn around your neck at all times.  
· No hats,  backpacks, IPODS, cell phones, or ANY electronic devices are allowed in the classroom at any time.  If you have any one of these, I will take it from you, and you can pick it up at the end of the school day; you will also receive a one-hour detention with me. A second “phone” offense will result in the phone being taken to your AP. Lockers are issued to EVERY student at Worcester Technical High School—therefore, these items MUST be kept in your locker.  AGAIN—NO EXCEPTIONS TO THIS FOR ANYONE!!
· Swearing, racial comments, and inappropriate language, actions, or behavior will not be tolerated. 

· There is zero tolerance for cheating or plagiarism—those involved in either action will receive zeros.

· All teacher-given detentions MUST be served.  Detentions are on Fridays for one hour

· After school help is available with me on Tuesdays.  Extra help and all make-up work will be given then.

· ALL homework that is assigned MUST be turned in on the due date as you enter the classroom.  Do NOT leave your work in another classroom or your locker.  You will not be allowed to go get it.  No late assignments will be accepted.  If you are absent on the due date, you must turn in your assignment at the next class meeting.  I will NOT remind you nor chase you down for it.

· Make-up folders for work missed will be provided by me.  Be sure to check your folder if you are absent.

· If you miss a test, please be aware that you will not be given the same test as your classmates.  It will be more difficult.  

· There is NO gum, food, or drinks allowed in this classroom. EVER!  I check the desks at the end of each class, so gum stuffed under and stuck to the underside of any desk will be noted, and detentions issued.  Seating arrangements will be given during your first academic week.  It is expected that you will keep your area of the room neat—do not leave papers, books, trash, etc. on your desks or on the floor.  ALL textbooks, dictionaries, etc., MUST be returned to their proper places.  Please do not expect me or other students to clean up after you.
· During a two-period block, which is how your English class is set up, you will not receive a break between the two periods.  The four minutes between classes are for “passing time” from one classroom to another.  You have no other classroom to which you must go until the end of the two periods.  You are expected to remain in class, in your seat until the bell rings.  DO NOT HOVER AT THE DOOR!
